Purpose: An opening sentence that sets the question that you address and is comprehensible to the general reader, background content specific to this study. Then explain the purpose of the study. Method: Specify the research design, sample and research instrument and data analysis in brief. Findings: Highlight the significant, interesting or surprising results. Implications for Research and Practice: Draw implications of the results for practice what we have learned to draw implications for future research. It should be one paragraph only.
Keywords: 3-5 key words not included in the manuscript title.

Introduction (Times New Roman 12 pt, bold, centered)
The introductory paragraph outlines clearly the objectives and motivation for writing the paper. The introduction should provide a context for the discussion in the body of the paper and point the purpose of the article explicitly.  
The checklist:

Literature review 
The checklist: 
☐Is the literature review properly prepared?
☐Is the primary literature correctly analyzed and Synthesized?
☐The literature review shows who dealt with similar research topic before?
☐The literature review shows the results of the prior studies?
☐Did the Author position himself/herself among the previous researchers?
☐Are different options/perspectives from the literature covered in the reviewed article?
☐The researcher/s  explicitly identified and documented the difference between existing studies and prior studies. 
☐The text includes references whenever necessary.
☐Is the research problem original and a kind of novelty?
☐The last paragraph of the literature review includes the aim of the study and the research questions/ hypothesis.

☐The manuscript identifies the strengths and weaknesses of the methodology and its findings.
